What Kindergarten Readiness Train the Trainer Workshops are being offered?

Kindergarten Readiness (PreK-K) A child’s first experience in school is very important to later success. In this session participants will learn how to support parents in identifying ways they can engage with their children so as they enter kindergarten they will be ready to learn.   During the training participants will:
· Discover ways to support children before they enter Kindergarten.
· Explore Skills for Enrichment which include: gross-motor skills, fine-motor skills, visual discrimination, memory, early math, social skills, health, and language.
Kindergarten Readiness, Language and Literacy (PreK-K) 
This session will help parents gain an understanding of the value of early language and literacy. Participants will:

· Explore five key language concepts (Language Development, Early Reading, Using Books, Reading Aloud, Early Writing).
· Gain an understanding of how a child learns to read, with hands-on activities and ideas on how to be more involved with helping their child gain a love for reading. 

Who should attend the Kindergarten Readiness Train the Trainer Professional Development Sessions?

· Pre-School, Head Start, and Kindergarten Teachers, Day-Care and Child-Care Professionals, Volunteers, and Parents.
Why become a trained facilitator?

· To gain and share valuable information that will strengthen families regarding child development and literacy and language skills.
· To present age appropriate workshops to parents in your local communities regarding school readiness. These workshops offer parents realistic strategies to use with their children during the course of their everyday activities. The NH State PIRC also provides a Training and Volunteer Coordinator that works with you to ensure your workshops are a success.
· To bring successful interactive activities and strategies to the classroom and to families.
